· For all original articles, review articles, editorials, and commentaries, 10.5-point Times New Roman or Times font for English and Mincho font for Japanese should be used when listing the names of authors, the titles of articles, journal titles, volume numbers, page number range, and years of publication.
· For legibility, it is preferable that about half a line of space be inserted between lines to leave reasonable space between listings (see the formatting in (1) 4) C. 1 and 2).
